Your docent led tour of the USS Hornet includes the flight 
deck where planes launched for bombing runs during World War II and Vietnam. Walk 
through crew quarters to get a better understanding of what life was like onboard this 
“floating fortress.” 

The USS Hornet saw action in the Battle of the Phillippine Sea, Western Carolina 
Islands operations, Battle of Leyte Gulf, the intensive operations in the Phillippines and 
surrounding areas leading up to the bombing of Tokyo.
